Math 100 Research Paper
Write an expository paper about a topic of your choosing and its connections with mathematics.
The paper should be written in your best formal writing style. Also it should be written at a level that is accessible to your fellow Math 100 students.     
Requirements for the assignment:
1) You should submit a proposal via email (Daniel.jackson1@maine.edu) for your research topic before Monday, October 6 at 5PM. Note that at this point it is not important if you know what connections your topic has with mathematics. That is what your research is meant to answer!
2) After getting your proposal approved, do research (find sources, read them, etc.) and create an outline for your paper. Your outline should be handed in via email (Daniel.jackson1@maine.edu) as a pdf or Word document before 5PM on Friday November 7.

3) After receiving comments on your outline, you should do any more research necessary, and then write your paper using your best formal writing style. Your paper should be written at a level that is accessible to your fellow Math 100 students.
4) There is no official minimum word count requirement. I will be looking more for the depth of your investigation and the quality of your understanding through the quality of your exposition. But if your want a number, here it is: 1200. 
5) Your paper should include a bibliography with at least 2 sources that are not webpages (i.e. books, journal articles, newspaper/magazine articles). Make sure to include any web resources you use also.
6) The assignment is due before Friday, December 5 by 5:00 pm and should be handed in via email (Daniel.jackson1@maine.edu) as a pdf or a Word document.
