1) Attend lecture. Even the best mathematician benefits from having an actual person explaining ideas to them. The material is in the text of course. But teaching oneself can be quite the challenge.  
2) Do the assigned reading. Since classroom time is limited there often is not enough time to cover every bit of material in the text. It is your responsibility to do the reading and to ask questions concerning anything you do not understand. Furthermore, the reading reinforces the explanations given in lecture.
3) Do the homework exercises. The homework assigned is a minimal set of exercises designed to help you learn the material. There are many more exercises in the text to further aid in your learning if you want extra practice.

4) Attend office hours. This is essential to getting the richest possible learning experience in college. Anything that you are having trouble with from the reading or from the homework exercises is perfect for your professor’s office hours.
5) Persevere. Mathematics is hard! So it takes a lot of hard work to learn. Learning mathematics is highly akin to learning a foreign language in that daily interaction with the material is essential.
