Independent Study

Researching Math Topics

2 Credits

Course Description: The purpose of this independent study is to discover the background knowledge needed to teach math topics using a hands-on approach. The student will explore multiple math topics that are taught at different levels, identify the knowledge necessary to teach these topics, and write a paper based on the information gathered. 

Student Requirements:

The student will complete the following work, for four identified grade levels. 


1. Identify math topic that is taught within the curriculum.

2. Research the vital information that is needed to teach this math topic. 

2. Write a one/two page paper identifying vital background knowledge that needs to be understood by the teacher in order to instruct students.

Grading Criteria:

Grading for this independent study will be based on the amount of points earned for each paper.
